28 Correct, clear pronunciation is if you really want to ESSENCE
improve your level of English.

29 Pay particular attention to any sounds that you are FAMILTIAR
with or that do not exist in your native fongue.

30 For example, have difficulty pronouncing the “th" RUSSIA
sound, as it does not exist in their native language.

Remember that the pronunciation of certain English words varies depending on
the part of the world it's spoken in. For example, American English differs
